
Information for Authors
Fundamental and Applied Toxicology, an official publication of
the Society of Toxicology, publishes scientific articles and
reports relating to those broad aspects of toxicology which are
relevant to assessing the risk or effects of toxic agents (chemi-
cals, including drugs and natural products, or forms of energy)
on human and other animal health. For example: statistical and
mathematical methods of risk assessment, safety evaluation
studies, which are structural, biochemical or functional in
nature. Also included are papers on methods and equipment,
policy papers on regulatory issues relevant to the practice of
toxicology, scientific reviews on specific topics, and papers
from symposia. Special sections will cover meetings, book
reviews and letters to the Editor.

Manuscripts will be acknowledged and reviewed promptly.
When accepted, they will be published at the earliest possi-
ble date.

Study of these instructions before final manuscript prepara-
tion will avoid needless delays caused by return of the manu-
script to the author for revision, correction or possible com-
plete retyping prior to initial processing for review and
consideration for publication acceptance.

If possible, review of a current copy of FAAT will provide
guidance in the structuring of an article and the detailed han-
dling of its various elements by the author.

Manuscript Handling Charge
The Society of Toxicology has determined that a manuscript
handling fee of $35, payable to the Society of Toxicology (in
U.S. funds) must accompany the original submission of the
manuscript. The editorial decision regarding eventual accep-
tance or rejection of the manuscript will be independent of the
submission of the manuscript handling fee.

Submission of Manuscripts
Send manuscripts to the managing editor. Fundamental and
Applied Toxicology, 475 Wolf Ledges Parkway, Akron, OH
44311-1087. Designate name, address and phone number of
one author as correspondent. While published figures and
rejected manuscripts usually are returned to the authors,
FAAT assumes no responsibility for loss.

Only original manuscripts submitted, with no portion other
than the brief references to prior work having been previously
published and not being considered by another publisher, will
be reviewed by FAAT. Manuscripts not meeting these stipula-
tions should not be submitted. Authors are responsible for all
statements made, including changes by reviewer and editor, in
final proofs.

Copyright Assignment
The Copyright Revision Act of 1976, became effective January
1, 1978. The law provides that FAAT must obtain a copyright
assignment from all authors or employers (or an affidavit from
Government-connected authors.)

A properly executed assignment or affidavit must accom-
pany each new submission, signed by ALL authors. In the case
of work done for hire (see below), an authorized representative
of the company or companies involved also must sign.

Government-connected authors should submit a covering
affidavit, as outlined below. No review or other action can be
taken on any submission until the required assignment or
affidavit has been received by FAAT.

Independent Authors - New Submissions
Prepare a currently dated letter, on the principal author's offi-
cial letterhead, stating the full title of the submission, the name
and affiliation of the principal author, followed by the state-
ment below, word-for-word:

"In consideration of the Society of Toxicology taking
action to review and edit my(our) submitted manuscript,
the authors) undersigned hereby transfers), assign(s) and
convey(s) all the copyright owner'sfs') exclusive rights, as
described in Section 106 of the Copyright Revision Act of
1976, in the event such work is published by the Society of
Toxicology, in any of its publications."

The copyright assignment letter, containing the above
statement must be signed (above the typed names(s)) by all
authors, with date of signature(s). Any submissions received
with transmittal letters not containing the foregoing language,
not meeting the above stipulations and/or not signed by all
authors will be returned to the sender.

No exceptions can be made because of an author's temporary
absence from his usual location or permanent change of loca-
tion. If an author is deceased, the copyright assignment letter
must be executed by his legal representative (executor, admin-
istrator) or his estate and a copy of the death certificate
enclosed.

Should any submission not be accepted for publication, for
any reason, all materials will be returned to the author(s) and
the copyright assignment will be voided.

Government-connected Authors
The new Copyright Revision Act of 1976 continues to provide
that work performed by a Federal employee, government grant
recipient or government contractor employee cannot be
copyrighted.

Work of this type must be accompanied by a copyright status
affidavit when it is submitted, as a substitute for the regular
copyright assignment.

The affidavit should be typed on the principal author's offi-
cial letterhead, be currently dated, stating the full title of the
submission, the name and affiliation of the principal author,
followed by the statement below, word-for-word:

"I(we) attest that this article cited was prepared by U.S.
government employees (grant recipients) (contractor em-
ployees) as a part of their official duties and legally may not
be copyrighted."

If work was performed under a government grant, appro-
priate identification and description of the grant should be
included. If the work was performed on behalf of a government
contractor, the contract number and suitable identifying infor-
mation must be provided.

As with the copyright assignment, ALL authors must sign,
over typed names, with signatures dated.

Work Done for Hire
Manuscripts prepared in connection with, or reporting work
done by employees supported by or at the request of their
affiliation with a private employer can be considered "work



done for hire". In this case, ownership of copyright is the
employer's. In such instances, manuscripts submitted to FAAT
must meet all the stipulations set forth above, plus, the
assignment letter also must bear the typed name, title and
dated signature of an authorized representative of the
employer. In addition, the notation (Work done for hire) should
follow the title of the manuscript or submission.

Papers
Contents must be in English. All copy should be typed (dou-
blespaced) on one 9ide only of 8V4 x 11 inch paper. Allow 1
inch margins at top, bottom and both sides. Submit original
and three additional copies, plus three original photos and/
or drawings (photocopies of text and/or drawings may be used
for 2nd and 3rd copies only). Number all pages. Assemble
with reference listing, tables and illustrations following the
main text.

conventional). The metric expression.will be shown first, in the
clear, followed by the conventional expression, enclosed in
parentheses. Use either the abbreviations or the full expres-
sions of the units of measure. Do not mix. Measurements now •
traditionally shown in metrics need not be converted to con-
ventional equivalents.

Present guides being followed by FAAT to determine correct
metric practice are ASTM 380-76 Standard for Metric Practice,
published by the American Society for Testing and Materials;
and or the identical ANSI Z210.1-1976, Metric Practice, pub-
lished by the American National Standards Institute; NBS
Special Publication 330, The International System of Units, pub-
lished by the National Bureau of Standards; Federal Register,
Vol 41/No. 239, pages 54018 and 54019, 12/10/76. The Metric
System of Units (Interpretation and Modification of the Interna-
tional System of Units for the United States; and the Metric Editor-
ial Guide. 2nd Ed., (July, 1975), published by the American
National Metric Council.

Titles, Authors, Affiliations, Abstract
Page 1 — must include the article title (with major words

initial capped), full first name, middle initial and last names of
all authors (initial capped) and affiliations (initial capped).
Superscript key corresponding names and organizations. Also
include an abbreviated title (not to exceed 40 characters, in-
cluding letters, spaces and punctuation). The article title should
be comprehensive and descriptive. Proprietary names must not
be included, but may be identified in footnotes. Allow several
blank lines between elements.

Page 2 — must consist of an abstract starting with the title of
the paper, followed by the authors' names and reference to
Fundamental and Applied Toxicology. Blanks must be left to
allow filling the volume and page numbers. Limit the abstract
to approximately 250 words, including a concise summary of
what was done, results obtained, and valid conclusions drawn.
Mention the compounds or families of compounds studied,
their actions, plus species of animals. Include important words
to be used as index terms. Exclude proprietary names. The
abstract should begin as follows: "Comparison of MC PCB
Levels in Different Adipose Tissues of Dogs and Monkeys.
Ryerson, Bruce A., Carter, Dean E., and Sipes, I.G. (1980)
Fundam. Appl. Toxicol. (at least 15 blank spaces) Three UC
labeled polycholinated biphenyls . . ." Allow several blank lines
between elements.

Text
Organize paper into logical sections, proceeding from an intro-
duction through to a conclusion or discussion. Headings should
precede each section, typed at the center of the text. Subhead-
ings are acceptable, but avoid sub-subheadings, if at all possible.

Keep number of tables and illustrations at a minimum. Com-
bine or incorporate information in text wherever possible.

Footnotes should be identified in the text by superscript
Arabic numerals and cited consecutively throughout the paper.
All footnotes should be listed in order, typed double-spaced on
a separate sheet. Proprietary names of substances and names
and addresses of suppliers should be identified in footnotes. If
the paper has been presented orally in whole or in part, the
date, and occasion should be included in a footnote.

Metrication
All units of measure previously shown in conventional fashion
(ft, lbs, psi, fpm, yds, °F, etc.) will now be shown in metrics
according to the ICS system, as well as in conventional units.
All such measurements will be expressed as units metric (units

Reference Designations in Text
Names of authors are to be cited in the text with the year of
publication in parentheses. When there are more than two
authors use the first author's name followed by el al. All papers
mentioned in the text must be listed in the references list and
vice ver9a.

Tables
Type each table on a separate page, allowing proper margins.
Avoid lengthy detailed presentations. Summarize or select
typical examples rather than presenting every bit of informa-
tion observed. Type designation of table in capital letters and
centered on body of table (TABLE 3). Next, title of table (each
table must be titled), using initial caps (Observed Blood
Counts of the Text . . .). Then, underscore width of table and
put in column headings, underscoring to indicate subdivisions.
Underscore across and insert columns comprising body of
table. Finish with underscore across. Use no other internal
horizontal rules and DO NOT include ANY vertical rules.

Do not use abbreviations in the title. The title and footnotes
must contain all the information necessary to understand and
interpret the table without reference to the text. Tables must
be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. Footnotes
to tables should be identified by superscript lower case letters
etc., and placed at the bottom of the page containing the table.
Letters should be assigned to table footnotes alphabetically in
order of appearance as the table is read horizontally, not
vertically.

Formulae
Complicated or unusual formulae or equations should be pre-
sented clearly (on a separate sheet, keyed to their location in
the text). If symbols or Greek letters are employed and cannot
be typed in, draw them in carefully and identify them as "mu",
etc. Position all superscripts and subscripts carefully, to avoid
confusion and typesetting errors.

Illustrations (photos, drawings)
Furnish three complete sets of original prints of photos and
micrographs, (photographic copy prints are acceptable, if of
good quality). Photos should be unmounted, 5 x 7 or 8 x 10
black and white, glossy. Do not write on face of photos, nor
attach figure captions to them. Avoid using paper dips, writing
on or otherwise marring the glossy surface. Identify each
photo on the back, in pencil and close to the upper edge,
showing figure number, first author's name and denoting
"top". If the FAAT manuscript number is known, add this.
High-contrast micrographs should be submitted in triplicate.
