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Footnotes should be identified in the text by superscript Arabic numerals and cited consecutively throughout the

paper. All footnotes should be listed in order and typed double-spaced on a separate sheet. Proprictary names of

substanm and names and addresses of suppliers should be identified in footnotes. If the paper has been presented
orally in whole or in part, the date and occasion should be included in a footnote.

Tables must be typed double-spaced on a separate sheet with the title typed directly above the table. Do not use
abbreviations in the title. The title and footnotes must contain all the information necessary to understand and
interpret the table without reference to the text. Tables must be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals.
Footnotes to tables should be identified by superscript lowercase letters a, b, etc., and placed at the bottom of the
page containing the table. Letters should be assigned to table footnotes alphabetically in order of appearance as the
table is read horizorzally, not vertically.

Figures should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. All legends are to be typed consecutively on a
separate sheet. All figures should be planned to fit the proportions of the printed page (5.5 X 8 in.; column width,
2.5 in.); wherever possible, figures will be reduced to single-column width. Lettering on the on;iginal figure should be
large cnough to be legible after reduction of the figure to single-column width (approximately 50 to 60%). Differences
in type size within a single figure should be no more than approximately 15%. Standard mechanical lettering sets
should be used. Characters should be approximately 3/16 in. high (Leroy lcncnn? size 140). In addition, symbols
used to identify points within a graph should be large enough that they will be easily distinguishable afier reduction.
Graphs should be plotted with black India ink on white paper no larger than 8.5 X 11 in. Grid lines that are to show
must be inked in black.

Photographs must be kept to a minimum. Photographs should be glossy prints (5 X 7 or 8 X 10 in.). High-contrast
micrographs should be submitted in duplicate. Overlays indicating the parts of the electron micrographs that are to
be emphasized must be used. Electron micrographs should be submitted not larger than 6.5 X 4.5 in. Magnifications
should be indicated in the figure legends.

Tilustrations in color will be accepted only if the authors defray the cost.

Index terms suitable for use in the subject index must be submitted on a separate sheet. The list should include
chemical name, gcncric name, and common name, and may include the proprietary name of each important substance
used in the experiments. It should also include biological activity of each substance investigated. Terms should elucidate
important relationships.

Nomenclature. For styling of isotope, enzyme, and biochemical nomenclature, consult the Information for Authors
of the Archives of Biochemistry and Biophysics.

Abbreviations. Units will be in general accordance with the International System (SI) as adopted by the 1 1th General
Conference on Weights and Measures. Periods are not used after abbreviations (note exceptions, ¢.g., in. for inches).

Fifty reprints of each article (without covers) are
supplied free of charge. Authors may purchase additional reprints using the form provided.

Communications (Preliminary Reports). Fundamental and Applied Toxicology will accept a limited number of brief
reports of work that has progressed to the stage at which it is considered that the science of toxicology would be
advanced if the results were made available as soon as possible. These reports will be designated “Preliminary Reports.”
Authors should submit short papers for this category of publication only when they believe that the rapid communication
of the results is of the utmost importance to other investigators. Four copies of the manuscript, with a letter requesting
publication as a Preliminary Report, must be submitted and conform strictly to the form and style of the journal.
The length must be such that it will require no more than two pages in the present format of the journal.

Letiers to the Editor. Letters to the Editor will be accepted for publication subject to Editorial Board approval,
provided that the content deals with papers published in Fundameruial and Applied Toxicology and that the comments
are of scientific value. Letters should be received within two months of mailing of the journal and should be no longer
than 250 words. Introduction of new data will not be permitted. Each letter will be submitted to the author of the
original paper in order that any reply may be published simultaneously with the letter.
